Social Protection and Economic Growth in Malawi 

This study examines how transfers influence economic development and growth in the local economy, whether cash reduces poverty among non-recipients, and begins to quantify the level of ‘returns’ from cash transfers. We used data from the earlier study and analyzed how and where recipients use transfers. Additionally, in collaboration with the Centre for Social Research from the University of Malawi, we completed a household listing and did a social network analysis with transfer households to identify who they channel transfer inputs to, and the type, value, and frequency of these inputs. Non-SCT households that received inputs from transfer households were identified and surveyed to document the type, value, frequency and impact of inputs.
