
The international community, including other nations, may help states in their duties to fulfil rights through grants and other assistance





Citizens must report abuses, seek legal council, and understand the political process 





The Media should serve as watchdog, ensuring that States fulfill their obligations





The human rights based approach is most powerful when there is an active and educated citizenry demanding programmes and services





States should encourage public discussion about the content of the report to the CRC





How States Implement a Human Rights Based Approach in Working with Children and Youth at Risk





States, or governments, sign human rights conventions and treaties, committing to fulfil the rights of children





Then, states make changes in their constitution or create new legislation so that laws are in line with treaties





Next, states should take the administrative, budgetary, and legislative actions needed to implement laws and policies; AND provide benchmarks, or targets, or say what they will do by when.





States may need to develop new policies, programmes, and activities to implement programmes for children in line with treaties





States must ensure that non-state actors respect rights too. 





States must develop systems to report human rights abuses and injustices in public services.





States must provide redress when rights are violated.





States must report to Treaty Bodies, such as the Committee on the Rights of the Child to describe how they are fulfilling their obligations; NGOs, the media, and other organizations can provide additional information describing the situation of children.





The Committee reports back to states, providing recommendations on how to better comply with the CRC.





States must then implement these recommendations and report back to the Committee
