Partnered with Addis Ababa University’s School of Social Work, the BU Team is conducting a mixed method evaluation using a combination of quantitative and qualitative research activities to assess a range of outcomes. The study investigates the impact of Yekokeb Berhan on children and families, the costs of outcomes, and the implementation of Yekokeb Berhan. The study utilizes a highly consultative process to include stakeholders throughout Ethiopia and USAID headquarters.

The first phase of the Assessment of the Karnataka Cash Transfer involved documenting programmatic components, evolution of the policy, program design, the targeting strategy, delivery mechanisms, scale up plans, sustainability, and linkages to other programs. The research activities included key informant interviews and focus group discussions with stakeholders at the national, district, and village levels. The second phase examines which children are included and excluded from the program. The third phase uses qualitative methods to examine how beneficiaries and non-beneficiaries compare with regards to child’s physical health, growth, healthcare, mental health, housing and shelter, school attendance and performance, and other dimensions. 

Liberia: Principal Investigator of the Evaluation of the Bomi Cash Transfer Pilot  ($150,000 UNICEF Liberia) June 2011-present
The external evaluation, in collaboration with the Liberian Institute of Statistics and Geo-Information Systems,  assesses the situation of cash transfer intervention households  compared to non-beneficiary control households, in the areas of food security, education, health and health seeking, asset ownership, housing quality, and household expenditures using qualitative and quantitative methods. The study also assesses the scheme’s targeting approach on the basis of transparency, equity, effectiveness, and quality of implementation. The study uses quantitative surveys, in-depth and key informant interviews, focus group discussions, and observation, and employs a regression discontinuity approach and propensity score matching to reduce selection bias.

Women for Women International (WfWI) is a non-governmental international organization dedicated to helping women survivors of war move from crisis and poverty to stability and self-sufficiency.  For 17 years, WfWI has worked with more than 299,000 socially-excluded women and distributed over US$ 79 million in direct aid and microcredit loans to 1.6 million families. The study is a mixed methods evaluation of WfWI's direct cash transfer scheme in Afghanistan, Bosnia and Herzegovina, the Democratic Republic of Congo and Nigeria. 
Mozambique: Co-Investigator on the Applied Research Project on Orphans and Vulnerable Children ($501,000 USAID Mozambique) January 2010-present 
In collaboration with Global Surveys Research, Eduardo Mondlane University, and the Ministry of Women and Social Action, this study has two phases, including a capacity building evaluation training, followed by a mixed method study of orphans and vulnerable children and their households in four Districts of Mozambique. In the baseline, we surveyed 1,759 households and 5,726 children. We conducted focus group discussions with caregivers; and key informant and in-depth interviews. We examined health, education, and psychosocial outcomes among children and household food security and poverty. We also examined the types and frequency of services received, and how organizations implement programs. *As co-Investigator I provided technical input into the study design and instruments, conducted all data analysis, and wrote reports and presentations.
Malawi and Uganda: Co-Investigator Perceptions of Per Diems in the Health Sector: Evidence from Malawi and Uganda ($25,000 U4 Anti-Corruption Resource Center)
This study assessed the perceptions of per diems in Malawi and Uganda and explored attitudes and consequences of per diems in the health sector by interviewing high-, mid-, and low-level government officers and NGO officials in Malawi and Uganda. Per diems are used to pay work-related expenses and motivate employees, yet they also can distort incentives and may be abused. *As co-Investigator I assisted with developing study instruments, data analysis, and contributed to reports.
Malawi: Principal Investigator of the Evaluation of the Mchinji Cash Transfer Pilot ($550,000 UNICEF Malawi, USAID) December 2006-October 2008
The longitudinal, mix-method study was developed to generate evidence needed to further design the National Social Protection Policy and scale up the transfer program throughout Malawi. The evaluation is a randomized, community intervention trial that examines the impact of cash on beneficiary households and communities in regards to poverty reduction and measures of health and human development. The evaluation also contains an operational component where the scheme’s implementation was assessed; as well as a separate evaluation of the scheme’s targeting approach; Data was generated through qualitative and quantitative household surveys, focus groups, in-depth and key informant interviews, observation, and a review of processes, files, and reports. 
Malawi: Principal Investigator for Social Protection and Economic Growth in Malawi. ($80,000 USAID) September 2009-September 2010
This study examines how transfers influence economic development and growth in the local economy, whether cash reduces poverty among non-recipients, and begins to quantify the level of ‘returns’ from cash transfers. First, we use data from the earlier study and analyzed how and where recipients use transfers. Additionally, we completed a household listing and surveyed transfer households for a social network analysis to identify who they channel transfer inputs to, and the type, value, and frequency of these inputs. Non-SCT households that received inputs from transfer households were identified and surveyed to document the type, value, frequency and impact of inputs. Finally, all businesses were listed and qualitative interviews were conducted to assess local business owners’ perceptions of the impact of the transfer on their business.

Malawi: co-Principal Investigator for the Evaluation of the Child Status Index (CSI) ($201,819, USAID Washington) October 2009-December 2010
The Child Status Index (CSI) tool was developed to help community organizations assess children’s needs. The validation study included a qualitative survey with organizations using the CSI and a validation study in rural Malawi. We developed the Comprehensive Child Welfare (CCW) instrument using previously validated instruments and indicators considered best practice and administered the instrument to children with CSI scores. We assessed construct validity by computing correlation coefficients for scores on similar domains and calculated cross tabulations in order to explain the resulting correlation coefficients. *As co-Investigator, I developed the study design and instruments, conducted data analysis and lead the report writing.
